Practices: Outcomes
within a meta-analysis are
classified into five classed
based on the overall quality
rating for the meta-analysis
and the direction and
statistical significance of
the average effect size. The
average effect for an
outcome has to be
statistically significant and
positive to get effective or
promising rating.
