* Each public and charter school in the State of Utah must select
one of the following options; or a combination of:
o School Resource Officer
o Armed Guardian
o Armed School Security Guard

* The intent of the bill is to have coverage when school is in session.

 School Resource Officer: Sworn and certified law enforcement
officer whose agency contracts with local education agencies for

school-based law enforcement services.

* Armed Guardian: A school employee who volunteers to be part of
the program.

* Armed School Security Guard: employed by a contracted security

company whose primary duty is to safeguard persons and property
within the school and has immediate access to a firearm within the
course of their duties.

» State Security Chief will keep database of Armed Security Guards and
Armed Guardians.

* Dissemination of Armed Guardian identity may be punishable by a

class B misdemeanor.

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Reporting a Substantial Threat (1)

 Substantial Threat: A threat made with serious intent to cause harm.
o Threat exhibits a high risk of death or serious bodily injury.

* |f a state employee or a person in a position of trust, the shall:
o reportthe incident immediately to the State Security Chief;
o the Local Education Agency (LEA) the threat would impact; or
o the local law enforcement agency.

* |If an LEA receives report - must be relayed to local law enforcement

and State Security Chief.

o Monitor for and report to the principal any safety and security
concerns resulting from facilities issues or concerns with policies,
procedures, and implementation relating to safety and security.

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1. Parent Consent

* Type A Surveys: LEAs shall obtain parental consent annually in
writing®* during registration for:

o surveys related to early-warning systems (53F-4-207)

o surveys with social-emotional learning questions
o school climate survey (53G-8-802)

*An electronic signature meets the “in writing” requirement.

* Type B Surveys: Parental consent for surveys not listed above must
follow requirements stated in 53E-9-203.

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2. Model School Climate Survey

* LEAs may opt-in for the administration of the model school climate
survey created by the State Board of Education (53G-8-802).

o If your LEA decides to administer the model school climate survey,
USBE will still provide support.

* LEA school discipline policies are still required to be informed and
updated by data obtained by any regular safety or health related
survey, including a school's climate survey as described in Rule R277-

623 (R277-609-2).

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3. Transfer Students

* LEAs must obtain new consent for a transferring student from a
different LEA.

* Prior consent from the previous LEA is not valid, even during the
same school year.
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4. Data Collection Information

LEAs must provide information about the data collection process,
specifically:

* the survey to be administered

* theintended purposes and uses of the data collected;

* the types of persons or governmental entities that:

o share the collected data, including a list of recipients who will
receive student-level data; or

o receive the data collected from a governmental entity on a regular or
contractual basis; and

 the record series as defined in Section 63G-2-103 in which the data is or
will be included, if applicable.*
